PE

Year 3:

For indoor P.E. children will need sports shorts, t-shirt and plimsolls (not the same pair they wear for outdoor P.E.)

For outdoor P.E. children will need shorts, t-shirt, warmer tops/bottoms (when the weather becomes cooler), outdoor trainers.

Children must have a P.E. kit in school on the allocated days.
Swimming

Friday: Year 4 (Autumn/first half of spring term only) 11am – 11:45am

            Year 3: (second half of Spring term/Summer term)

Girls: one-piece swimming costume.

Boys: trunks or fitted shorts (no loose fitting shorts).

It would be beneficial to any Year 3 children who are non-swimmers to become familiar with the swimming baths before starting school swimming lessons.

For all physical activities, please make sure hair is tied back and no jewellery is to be worn. If your child does wear earrings they need to be studs. Please make sure your child can remove and put them back in themselves. They will not be permitted to cover earrings with a plaster for physical activities.

All clothing should be clearly marked with your child’s name, particularly school uniform and plimsolls to avoid mix-ups!

Extra information:
As school provides all suitable writing equipment for your child, it is not necessary to bring their own from home.

Please be aware that there are no afternoon breaks in Key Stage 2. Also no snacks are provided at playtime and all children should bring a named sports bottle for water to drink during the day. We don’t provide cups to drink from for hygiene reasons.
Homework

Children in Year 3 and 4 will be given homework on a weekly basis. The homework is designed to support and assess the work that they complete in school. Homework will consist of the following:

· Spellings and times tables: these will be given out on a weekly basis to be learnt over a specific time and then tested. 
· Reading: Reading books and reading diaries should be brought to school and taken home EVERY DAY. Reading diaries should be completed by an adult to show that reading has taken place. Reading is an important part of our daily routine and we ask that your child reads at least five times a week at home. If your child is a confident reader, then he/she can read alone. If your child needs to read to someone then we ask for 10 minutes per night concentrated reading with an adult. It is extremely helpful if you can record in the reading diary any reading completed at home.

· Numeracy/Literacy: homework will be given out weekly and will be connected to the work covered in class.
· Topic: topic work will be given out periodically – this could be research, making something for a lesson or simply finding the answer to a question. These activities are designed as an extension to some lessons or preparation for others. It is a chance for you to share in your child’s learning and should be an enjoyable and rewarding experience.
Please help your child to establish a routine regarding homework as it is important that it is returned on the specified date. If your child has difficulties with any task, please contact their class teacher for further explanation.
