To begin our topic, we have organised two trips both of which will take place in school.

On Wednesday, 9th September, all children will have the opportunity to take part in a Hindu experience. This will involve visiting a classroom that has been transformed into a Hindu temple and learning about how Hindus worship in preparation for our RE lessons this term.
