Please sign their record when you have read this book together and leave a comment if you wish.  Your child will be able to choose a new book every Monday, Wednesday and Friday. We would welcome you to come into the classroom and help them settle in a morning but as you can appreciate the mornings can be a little busy so please try and speak to us at the end of the day with any concerns, then we can give you the attention you deserve.
